Hoff moved to award the high bid of $825.00 on the Crown Vic to Pat Schmidt, Walter seconded and motion carried unanimously.  Casavant moved to award the high bid of $6000.00 on the snowplow to Randy Fyllesvold, Walter seconded and motion carried unanimously.

Due to a worn disk in the main PRV there have been pressure fluctuations over the past several weeks.   He estimated the cost of repair at $3000.  Clint did the work himself at approximately $500.00.

Brett informed council he tested the locating equipment and it works well.  Clint will stop at their office to pick up the locater.
Discussion followed on water sales to individuals.  Clint can run a fill-pipe from the shop to the outside of the building with an electric solenoid switch inside to turn off access.  Estimated cost at about $500.00 if he does the work himself.   Water would be available during regular work hours with purchasers stopping in the city hall office to pay before they pump. The Burlington City Council held their regular meeting April 5, 2010.  Present were Mayor Jerome Gruenberg,  Council members Brett Casavant, Wayne Walter, Auditor Diane Fugere, Public Works Director Clint Cogdill, Police Sgt. Dennis Snodgrass, Delvin Stemen, Engineer Ryan Ackerman, Brian Horinka, Rob Berard and Rocky Yale.

Walter moved to approve the minutes of the March 1, 2010 meeting, Casavant seconded and motion carried.  

Casavant moved to approve bills and payroll as presented with the exception of Applied Concepts pending grant information from Chief Crabb, Walter seconded and motion carried.

Diane presented the Minot Hockey Boosters gaming licenses for renewal for the Idle Hour and the Hacienda.  Walter moved to approve renewal, Casavant seconded, motion carried unanimously.

With recommendation from the Planning Commission, council members and Engineer Ackerman reviewed Rocky Yale’s preliminary plat of Olt 34, Sec 1-155N-84W, replatting into Riverwood Addition, Lots 1-4 to the City of Burlington.  Casavant moved to approve the plat granting a variance on street width totaling 60’ on 3rd Avenue and a variance on Railway Avenue street width totaling 50’,  Walter seconded and motion carried unanimously.  Mr. Yale requested a zone change from Ag to R-1; residential.  A public hearing will be held on Monday, May 3, 2010.

The Burlington 1st Responders have acquired a utility vehicle for responding to emergency calls.  Insurance on this vehicle along with equipment and liability totals $978/year.  Brian Horinka asked about the possibility of the city paying for this insurance.  Casavant moved to approve paying the premium for one year and checking the city’s insurance company rates at renewal, Walter seconded and motion carried.

Casavant moved to approve hiring Craig Nett as city forester, Walter seconded and motion carried.

The old sander unit has not been picked up by the purchaser.  Council asked Clint to get in touch with the buyer and give him 30 days to collect the unit.  After that time it will be disposed of.

Clint asked about increasing equipment fees.   After discussion council instructed Clint the city will not provide equipment service other than for ordinance non-compliance, with no change in the fee schedule.

Clint spoke with John Pietsch about storing the Hesco Baskets from the 2009 Flood in the county North building.  Jerome will inquire at the county level.

Per correspondence from United Community Bank, pledged securities are adequate to cover our investments.

Casavant moved to approve on 1st READING, Section 18-2401.  Land Subdivision Regulations:  Title, Purpose, Authority and Jurisdiction:
Section 18-2503.  Fees:
(1) In order to cover the cost of examining plans, advertising and holding public hearing, and other expenses incidental to the approval of a subdivision, the sub divider shall pay a fee at the time of application for tentative approval of a preliminary plat.  If, because of the failure of sub divider to submit a final plat within 12 months after receiving tentative approval, the plat must be re-considered, the sub divider shall be required to pay the fee currently in effect at the time of resubmission.

(2) The fees for approval of a subdivision shall be charged and collected at a rate of $150.00 plus an additional fee of $150.00 for a zoning change request.  All fees and penalties collected shall be credited to the general fund of the City of Burlington, Walter seconded and motion carried.
With a recommendation from Engineer Ackerman , Walter moved to authorize advertising for bids for Street Improvement District #4, Phase II (Valley Avenue).  Walter moved to authorize Ackerman to advertise for bids for completion of Street Improvement District #4, Casavant seconded and motion carried unanimously.

Burlington/West River Joint System capital improvements were discussed, specifically the Force Main Project, with dedicated raw water line from well #4 to well #3.  Casavant moved to authorize Ackerman to advertise for bids, Walter seconded and motion carried unanimously.

Council reviewed a proposal from Sweeney Controls for the control integration related to the NAWS project for Burlington and West River.  This includes a radio telemetry system to communicate with the NAWS vault via the Burlington controls and augmentation of existing Burlington controls to manage the NAWS vault.  This is a joint project with West River totaling $16,900.00.  Casavant moved to authorize Ackerman to advertise for bids, Walter seconded and motion carried unanimously.

Ackerman recommended council approve the NAWS contract as presented.  Walter moved to approve the NAWS contract, Casavant seconded and motion carried unanimously.

Ackerman reported we are waiting on funding determination from the ND DOT regarding the SRTS grant for the walking path and should hear from them by the end of April.

Walter moved to approve the amended Disaster Emergency Plan presented to council, Casavant seconded and motion carried unanimously.

Review of job descriptions was tabled for further information from the public works department.

Fire Chief Kevin Archer recommended that the sirens be tested in the evening when more residents are in the city limits.  Council consensus was to run the sirens the first Monday of each month before the council meeting.

The Burlington City Council held their regular meeting May 3, 2010.  Present were Mayor Jerome Gruenberg,  Council members Brett Casavant, Wayne Walter, Tim Hoff, Auditor Diane Fugere, Public Works Director Clint Cogdill, Police Sgt. Dennis Snodgrass, Delvin Stemen, Engineer Ryan Ackerman, David & Kim Thacker, Garrett & Jennie Robinson and Doyle and Diana Roe.

Walter moved to approve the minutes of the April 5, 2010 meeting, Hoff seconded and motion carried.  

Hoff moved to approve bills and payroll as presented, Walter seconded and motion carried.

Municipal Judge Cari Olson appeared before council to renew discussion on the LERMS (Law Enforcement Records Management System) information sharing system for the Burlington Police Department at a cost of $25 per month per approved user.  Casavant moved to pursue additional information on LERMS  and report back to council at the next regular meeting, Hoff seconded and motion carried unanimously.

Dave and Kim Thacker presented correspondence to council asking for a 6 month extension to the temporary waiver that was granted them when their building permit was approved in May 2009.  Council allowed a single-wide trailer to be moved onto the property to live in during construction of the residence at 7951 Co. Rd. 15W.

Due to unexpected setbacks construction has been delayed and they now plan to have enough of the home completed by December to live in and will then remove the trailer.  In addition, the square footage of the home has been reduced and Mr. Thacker will be discussing this with building inspector Rod Schwandt.  Walter moved to approved the 6 month extension based on Rod Schwandt’s recommendations, Casavant seconded and motion carried unanimously.

At 7:45 P.M. Mayor Gruenberg called a Public Hearing for discussion of proposed change in the city’s zoning ordinance as follows:  Regulations:  Title, Purpose, Authority and Jurisdiction: Section 18-2503.  Fees:
In order to cover the cost of examining plans, advertising and holding public hearing, and other expenses incidental to the approval of a subdivision, the sub divider shall pay a fee at the time of application for tentative approval of a preliminary plat.  If, because of the failure of sub divider to submit a final plat within 12 months after receiving tentative approval, the plat must be re-considered, the sub divider shall be required to pay the fee currently in effect at the time of resubmission.

The fees for approval of a subdivision shall be charged and collected at a rate of $150.00 plus an additional fee of $150.00 for a zoning change request.  All fees and penalties collected shall be credited to the general fund of the City of Burlington, Casavant moved to approve on 2nd reading, Walter seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.
Council discussed job descriptions for the following  positions:  Deputy Auditor, Police Chief, Police Officer and Public Works Assistant.   Casavant moved to approve the Deputy Auditor and Public Works Assistant job descriptions as presented, Hoff seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.  Action on job descriptions from the Police Department was tabled.

Engineer Ryan Ackerman informed council that Steen Construction hit abandoned lines by the Water Treatment Plant while digging the NAWS line.  These lines were capped back at the main at a cost to the city of $1856.00.  As this is a NAWS project, we will be allowed water for flushing at no cost to the city.
The Safety Committee recommended pursuing an Ergonomic Initiative Grant available through Workforce Safety, at a 3-1 match for purchase of a hoist, ladder/pipe rack and crane for the shop, all to assist with safe lift.  Council approval was given to pursue this grant.

An energy grant has been applied for through the ND Department of  Commerce for the local school system.  If the grant is approved, monies will run through the city account.  Discussion followed regarding the possibility of this affecting the city’s bonding capacity.  Casavant moved to approve acceptance of these monies if it has no effect on the city’s bonding capacity, Walter seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.
At 7:45 P.M. Mayor Gruenberg called a Public Hearing to discuss rezoning Riverwood Addition, Lots 1-4 (formerly Olt 34, Sec 1-155N-84W) from Ag to R-1.   Hearing no opposition to the rezoning request Walter moved to approve the rezoning request, Hoff seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

The Burlington City Council held their regular meeting August 2, 2010.  Present were:  Mayor Jerome Gruenberg, Council members Tim Hoff, Jack Anderson, Wayne Walter, Auditor Diane Fugere, Chief Keith Crabb, Public Works Director Clint Cogdill, Delvin Stemen and several area residents.

Anderson moved to approve the minutes of the July 2010 meeting, Walter seconded and motion carried.  

Walter moved to approve bills and payroll as presented, Anderson seconded and motion carried.

Clint reported the completion of the new RV Dump station.  Commercial water sales were discussed also.

Brian Horinka appeared from the Burlington Fire Department to report the FCC mandate that all users move to narrowband voice channels by January 1, 2013.  This requires replacing the repeater on the water tank, all portable radios and pagers at a cost of approximately $31,000.  The Fire Department is asking the city to consider paying a portion of this expense.

Discussion followed regarding “permanent perimeter foundation”.   City attorney, Jim Nostdahl will be contacted to more clearly define the ordinance.

Council reviewed photos and a letter of complaint from a resident regarding unsafe conditions of the 4-plex at 409 Parkway Drive.  Owner Tony Johnson appeared to address these issues.

Police Department job descriptions were once again tabled.

Engineer Ackerman recommended payment of $21,281.90 to Steen Construction for installation of the raw water line.  Estimated completion of this project is the end of August 2010.

Council reviewed correspondence from United Community Bank that pledged securities are adequate to cover our investments.

The Burlington City Council held their regular meeting December 6, 2010.  Present were:  Mayor Jerome Gruenberg, Council members Tim Hoff, Jack Anderson, Wayne Walter, Brett Casavant, Auditor Diane Fugere, Public Works Director, Karter Lesmann, Chief Keith Crabb, Engineer Ryan Ackerman, Delvin Stemen and several area residents.

Hoff moved to approve the minutes of the November meetings, Anderson seconded and motion carried.  

Walter moved to approve bills as presented, Casavant seconded and motion carried unanimously.

Walter moved to authorize Diane to pay necessary year-end bills, Hoff seconded and motion carried unanimously.

Officer Crabb inquired about having his eye glasses put on the city’s insurance policy as they have been damaged in the past due to hazards of the job.  Diane was asked to check the price and bring it to council at the next regular meeting.

Ryan Schwandt, dba Hacienda appeared before council to renew his liquor license, Hoff moved to approve renewal, Walter seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Karen Anderson, dba Idle Hour, appeared before council to renew her liquor license, Casavant moved to approve renewal, Hoff seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote, with Anderson abstaining.

Regarding Iseman’s request to replat Desour Addition, Lot 1; Engineer Ackerman’s research on the roadway right-of-way determined it is not dedicated and could be done as part of Iseman’s plat with approval by former owner James Johnson.  After much discussion about ownership of the water line to the homes in that area, city attorney, Jim Nostdahl will be contacted for a legal opinion.  Engineer Ackerman was asked to get estimates to bore under the highway and hook to city connection at United Community Bank and put in a meter pit across the highway for review at the next meeting.

Police Officer and Police Chief job descriptions were reviewed.  Hoff moved to approve as presented, Walter seconded and motion carried unanimously.

Karter asked about selling the carry-all on bids with approval given by ND Surplus Property.  Council instructed Diane to advertise for sale on the access channel, flyers posted in town & ND League of Cities for two weeks.  

Diane presented information on garbage rate increases.  Walter moved to increase the residential garbage rate to $15.00 for years 2011, 2012 & 2013 and $16.00 for years 2014 & 2015, Anderson seconded and motion carried on a roll-call vote:  Walter – yes; Anderson – yes; Casavant – yes, Hoff – no.

Diane reported receiving a call from County Auditor Smestad reporting we are unable to levy for the Building Fund and Urban Renewal Fund for 2011 as this is determined by a vote of the people every 10 years.   After discussion via email questioning the possible date of that election having been 1998 and notification to the city coming in 2010 rather than 2008, the last email was unanswered by Smestad.

Hoff moved to amend the 2011 budget to add $60,000 expense for Water Purchase, Casavant seconded and motion carried unanimously.

Diane reported the NAWS water rate for 2011 will be reduced to $2.15/1000 gallons.
