Section 11-117  TRESPASSING IN SCHOOLS

1. It is a misdemeanor for a person to enter or be found in a public or nonpublic elementary, middle or secondary school building unless the person:

a. Is an enrolled student in that particular school or an employee of the school or school district;

b. Has permission or an invitation from a school official to be in the building;

c. Is attending a school event, class, or meeting to which the person, the public, or a student’s family is invited; or

d. Has reported the person’s presence in the school building in the manner required for visitors to the school.

2. Reasonable notification of the requirements of this section shall be conspicuously posted at the entrance to every public or nonpublic elementary, middle, or secondary school building within the City of Burlington and no complaint for a violation of this section shall issue unless such notice is given.

3. A school principal or school employee designated by the school principal to maintain order on school property, who has reasonable cause to believe that a  person is violating this section may detain the person in a reasonable manner for a reasonable period of time pending the arrival of a peace officer.  A school principal or designated school employee is not civilly or criminally liable for any action authorized under this paragraph if the person’s action is based on reasonable cause.

4. A peace officer may arrest a person without a warrant if the officer has probable cause to believe the person violated this section within the preceding four hours.  The arrest may be made even though the violation did not occur in the peace officer’s presence.  Kabanuk seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Railing is needed on the Park Road Bridge.  Engineer Patrick Samson will research the process and visit with Jeff on the matter.

Engineer Patrick Samson reported DL Barkie plans to begin the House Demos in mid-March.

Council has concerns about crude oil tanker parking vehicles in the city limits.  Jeanine offered to follow up.

Casavant moved to approve United Community Bank, Burlington as the city’s designated bank, Kabanuk

seconded and motion carried unanimously.

Engineer Patrick Samson discussed the possibility of discharging water into the levee drainage system at Riverwood Addition.  Patrick will speak with Clint Cogdill on this matter.

Jeanine asked if abandoned Well #2 can be removed to make more room for the sports complex use.  Jeff will get estimates on capping the well.

Council President, Tim Hoff, appointed the following committee to update the Disaster Emergency Plan for the City:  Officer Keith Crabb, Auditor Diane Fugere, Council Member, Jeanine Kabanuk and Fire Chief Karter Lesmann.

Section 11-117  TRESPASSING IN SCHOOLS

5. It is a misdemeanor for a person to enter or be found in a public or nonpublic elementary, middle or secondary school building unless the person:

a. Is an enrolled student in that particular school or an employee of the school or school district;

b. Has permission or an invitation from a school official to be in the building;

c. Is attending a school event, class, or meeting to which the person, the public, or a student’s family is invited; or

d. Has reported the person’s presence in the school building in the manner required for visitors to the school.

6. Reasonable notification of the requirements of this section shall be conspicuously posted at the entrance to every public or nonpublic elementary, middle, or secondary school building within the City of Burlington and no complaint for a violation of this section shall issue unless such notice is given.

7. A school principal or school employee designated by the school principal to maintain order on school property, who has reasonable cause to believe that a  person is violating this section may detain the person in a reasonable manner for a reasonable period of time pending the arrival of a peace officer.  A school principal or designated school employee is not civilly or criminally liable for any action authorized under this paragraph if the person’s action is based on reasonable cause.

8. A peace officer may arrest a person without a warrant if the officer has probable cause to believe the person violated this section within the preceding four hours.  The arrest may be made even though the violation did not occur in the peace officer’s presence.  Kabanuk seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Railing is needed on the Park Road Bridge.  Engineer Patrick Samson will research the process and visit with Jeff on the matter.

Engineer Patrick Samson reported DL Barkie plans to begin the House Demos in mid-March.

Discussion on the trailers on Elm Street that are to be removed.  Officer Crabb will contact Lyle Davis to see what his plans are.

Engineer Patrick Samson reported the SRTS update have been sent to the state and plans are for bids in May.

Council has concerns about crude oil tanker parking vehicles in the city limits.  Jeanine offered to follow up.

Casavant moved to approve United Community Bank, Burlington as the city’s designated bank, Kabanuk

seconded and motion carried unanimously.

Engineer Patrick Samson discussed the possibility of discharging water into the levee drainage system at Riverwood Addition.  Patrick will speak with Clint Cogdill on this matter.

Jeanine asked if abandoned Well #2 can be removed to make more room for the sports complex use.  Jeff will get estimates on capping the well.

Council President, Tim Hoff, appointed the following committee to update the Disaster Emergency Plan for the City:  Officer Keith Crabb, Auditor Diane Fugere, Council Member, Jeanine Kabanuk and Fire Chief Karter Lesmann.

The Burlington City Council held their regular meeting March 3, 2014.  Present were:  Jerome Gruenberg, Tim Hoff, Brett Casavant, Jeanine Kabanuk, Rod Kremer, Diane Fugere, Keith Crabb, Jeff Weaver, Suzette Perron, Sean Weeks Patrick Samson and the Minot Boy Scouts Troop 433.

The Pledge of Allegiance was lead by Aaron Kabanuk, Minot Boy Scouts Troup 433.

Casavant moved to approve the February minutes as presented, Hoff seconded and motion carried unanimously.  

Kabanuk moved to approve bills as presented Kremer seconded, motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Suzette presented information on updating city computers with new Office software, $1200.00 for 6 computers.

Casavant moved to approve purchase, Kabanuk seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Suzette asked about the possibility of relocating the bus stop at the old FEMA trailer park to a more appropriate location for school children.   Casavant will visit with the school board to determine the best location for the bus stop.

Diane presented a time card spreadsheet to council, requesting that it be used by all city employees, providing consistency in keeping track of vacation, comp and sick time with the auditor and deputy auditor in charge of maintaining this information.   Council agreed, asking that a memo be sent to all employees.

Diane proposed addition of the following to the employee policy under Annual Leave: “In the event of termination of employment, annual leave earned after the 1st of each year will be prorated to the date of termination.”

Jeff presented a $2,600.00 estimate from Schaan’s Plumbing to replace the PVC pipe in the water treatment plant.  Kabanuk moved to approve, Hoff seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Jeff presented a $3,200.00 estimate for remote access to the water treatment plant control panel.  He was asked to check the transducer and mysterious PVC pipe that was found at the water tank site by Clint Cogdill.

The fire department inquired about having the Durango donated to them.  The matter was tabled until the April meeting when final expenses for the two new police units are complete.

The Burlington Fire Department reported receiving their new rescue truck purchased with an oil impact grant monies.

Eight of Burlington Fire Department’s volunteers are now certified in water search and rescue diving, including cold weather rescues.

Kremer moved to approve on 2nd reading BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BURLINGTON NORTH DAKOTA that the following ordinance be adopted:

Section 11-117  TRESPASSING IN SCHOOLS

9. It is a misdemeanor for a person to enter or be found in a public or nonpublic elementary, middle or secondary school building unless the person:

a. Is an enrolled student in that particular school or an employee of the school or school district;

b. Has permission or an invitation from a school official to be in the building;

c. Is attending a school event, class, or meeting to which the person, the public, or a student’s family is invited; or

d. Has reported the person’s presence in the school building in the manner required for visitors to the school.

10. Reasonable notification of the requirements of this section shall be conspicuously posted at the entrance to every public or nonpublic elementary, middle, or secondary school building within the City of Burlington and no complaint for a violation of this section shall issue unless such notice is given.

11. A school principal or school employee designated by the school principal to maintain order on school property, who has reasonable cause to believe that a  person is violating this section may detain the person in a reasonable manner for a reasonable period of time pending the arrival of a peace officer.  A school principal or designated school employee is not civilly or criminally liable for any action authorized under this paragraph if the person’s action is based on reasonable cause.

12. A peace officer may arrest a person without a warrant if the officer has probable cause to believe the person violated this section within the preceding four hours. Discussion on the trailers on Elm Street that are to be removed.  Officer Crabb will contact Lyle Davis to have it removed before the spring thaw.

The meter pit at the trailer court has not been repaired as the city directed last year.  A final notice will be sent to the owner of the trailer court with a deadline of April 30, 2014 to have it repaired or replaced.

Kabanuk asked permission to use the city hall community room for Bountiful Baskets.  Council approval was given as long as the hall is not in use.

The Burlington Fire Department again discussed the possibility of locating a training tower on the lagoon property.  

Rod Kremer reported seeing barbeque grills being used on the decks at the 24-plex.  Chief Crabb will contact IMM regarding this matter.

Larry Haug, Ward County 911 Coordinator appeared before council to introduce himself and discuss the county 911 program.

Casavant moved to approve on 1st reading to approve ARTICLE XX.  Section 18-2001.  Special Use:  In order to carry out the purpose of this regulation, the City Council may require that certain uses, because of unusual size, safety hazards, infrequent occurrence, effect on surrounding area, or other reasons, be reviewed by such Council prior to the granting of a building permit or certificate of occupancy therefore:  Any that the City Council be, and is hereby given limited discretionary powers relating to the granting of such permit or certificate as special uses.

Section 18-2002.  General Provisions:

(1)
The uses listed in this section are designated as special uses, and no building permit or certificate of occupancy shall be issued by the Building Inspector until the application, $150.00 fee, plus all postage and publication fees for such permit or certificate has been reviewed and authorized by the City Council, Kremer seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Jeff reported DL Barkie is waiting for the frost to come out of the ground to start the house demos.

Chief Crabb reported the junked trailer house on Elm Street has been removed.

The EDC has donated the bus stop at the old FEMA trailer park to the city to relocate to an better location for school children.   Diane was given permission to apply for a grant to purchase a second bus stop.

Jeff reported there are 4 spots on Elm Street that still have basements that were not removed by American Builders when they did the house demos for home acquisitions in 2012.  

At 8:00 pm Mayor Gruenberg opened the public hearing:

Request by Colton Lee Communities of ND, LLC for a Special Use Permit for property located at Lot 2, Block 3, Highlands Ranch Addition to the City of Burlington, N.D. for the purpose of constructing a metal enclosed building for their tenant, Dynacorp, an oil service company that manufactures, repairs and rents metal tanks for use in the oil field.  Proposed Use of Property:  Manufacturing, storage and distribution of specific materials and products – Oil Storage Tanks as provided for under M-1 Light Industrial District Use.  This request was recommended to council for approval by the planning commission.  Hearing no objections, Kremer moved to approve the special use permit pending completion of a traffic study, Hoff seconded and motion carried on a roll-call vote:  Kremer – yes; Hoff – yes; Kabanuk – yes; Casavant – no.

Engineer Sean Weeks presented information on a Street Improvement District for Highlands Ranch Parkway for 2 miles of roadway to serve residential areas.  Street improvements would not begin until after water and sewer services to the area are complete.  Kremer moved to approve the creation of this Street Improvement District, Hoff seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Engineer Samson reported he is having the documents and specs drawn up on the cold storage building.

Samson reported on the progress of the HMGP grant for new sirens through Ward County Emergency Management.

Information on Aid to New Construction Fees was tabled.

Purchase agreements  for the sale of the EDC (Yale) property are being drawn up.

Darla Jost informed council they are ordering more banners for the city streets and asked if the Burlington Fire Department could maintain them.  Brett Casavant offered to personally take care of maintenance on the banners.

Kabanuk reported on the status of the playground equipment for Stemen Park.

After purchase of 2 new patrol units, disposition of the Durango and Impala were discussed. The city’s share of the Police Impact Grant originally totaled $7200.  Council reviewed the status of the grant fund after all purchases were made.  The city’s share is now approximately $18,000.00.  Casavant moved to put the Impala up on bids and donate the Durango to the Burlington Fire Department, Kabanuk seconded, motion carried on a roll-call vote:

Casavant – yes; Kabanuk – yes; Kremer – no; Hoff – no, Gruenberg – yes.

Jeff has been in contact with the City of Minot about the possibility of aerial mosquito spraying of the city this summer.

Keith was asked to contact First District Health regarding the house at 300 Valley Avenue.

Discussion on the crack in the wall of the community room.  Rod Kremer has reviewed and discussed the matter with Jeff Weaver.

Council review correspondence from United Community Bank that pledged securities are adequate to cover our investments.

Diane reminded council of the Tax Equalization meeting for the city on April 22, 2014.

Hoff moved to approve ND Department of Health Lab Service Contract, Casavant seconded, motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Kabanuk moved to approve the May minutes, Hoff seconded, motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Hoff moved to approve bills and payroll as presented, Kremer seconded, motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Ryan Schwandt, dba Hacienda Restaurant, appeared before council to renew his liquor license.  

Jack presented an estimate from CTI for $3,800.00 to bore across Colton Avenue to divert standing water, which is a problem in the city every spring.  Hoff moved to approve, Kremer seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Service will be turned back on only after payment in full of the delinquent charges and a reconnect fee of $25.00, Kabanuk seconded and motion carried on a roll-call vote:  Kremer – yes; Kabanuk – yes; Hoff – no.

Section 11-116; open burning prohibited was discussed.

Jay Johnson with the Burlington Rural Fire District appeared before council with a check for $2500.00 to assist with emergency equipment for the police units.

At 8:00 p.m., Mayor Gruenberg opened the public hearing:

Request by Jerry Thomas replat Lot 4 and an unplatted portion of the SE1/4SW1/4, Section 25, Township 156N, Range 84W of Wildwood Glen Addition to become known as Lot 1, Wildwood Glen 2nd Addition.  Kremer moved to approve the replat, Kabanuk seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.  The public hearing was closed.

If he shall not feel authorized to grant any particular application for license or permit for any purpose not named by ordinance, he shall report such application to the next meeting of the City Council for their action thereon.  Unless otherwise state by City Ordinance, the one-time fee for each license or permit shall be set at $25.00, to be submitted with the applicable license or permit application, Hoff seconded, motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Kremer moved to approve on 2nd reading SECTION 8-138.1  Photographic Proof Prerequisite to License:  No license shall be issued for any dog or cat unless there shall first have been presented to the city a clear, current photograph of the animal.  Section 8-140.1  Owner to Carry Burden of Proof as to Specific Breed, Whether Purebred or Mixed Breed:  The burden of establishing by way of veterinarian certificate or affidavit, the actual breed of said animal whether purebred or mixed breed shall be upon the owner of the animal.  Should breed be indeterminate, the owner shall, at the owners expense, submit said animal to DNA testing by a certified laboratory or final determination of purebred or mixed breed origins.  It is further ordained that the animal in question is to be removed from the city limit immediately until such time a final determination is made by veterinarian affidavit or certification, DNA testing or final decision by the Burlington Municipal Judge upon completion of a court trial.  IF THE DOG IS NOT SO REMOVED, THE OFFICER SHALL SEIZE AND IMPOUND THE DOG, EITHER WITH THE CONSENT OF THE OWNER OF THE PROPERTY WHERE THE DOG IS LOCATED OR BY SEARCH WARRANT, UNTIL A FINAL COURT DECISION.  THE OWNER OR KEEPER IS RESPONSIBLE FOR ALL COSTS OF IMPOUNDMENT.  IF THE DOG IS DEEMED A PIT BULL BY THE COURTS IT SHALL BE DESTROYED, UNLESS THE OWNER PRODUCES EVIDENCE DEEMED SUFFICIENT BY THE COURT THAT THE DOG IS TO BE PERMANENTLY REMOVED AND THE OWNER PAYS THE COSTS OF IMPOUNDMENT.  OWNER SHALL PROVIDE NAME, ADDRESS AND PHONE NUMBER OF THE LOCATION OF ANIMAL, Hoff seconded, motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.
Hoff  moved to approve on 2nd reading Section 9-109.  Additional Connection Charges:  There shall be a total charge of $1000.00; $500 for water connection; $500 for sewer connection in addition to all other charges stated herein for connection to the Burlington Water and Sewer System:

If the connection is located on property outside of Water and Sewer Districts #1 or #2, or If the connection is located on property within Water and Sewer District #1 and #2, which has not been assessed for water and sewer prior to the date of connection.  A supplemental water and sewer hookup fee shall be added to a property in which a special assessment was previously abated.  Such fee to be equal to the proportionate share of the original special assessment, Kabanuk seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Hoff moved to approve on 1st reading Section 18-2201.  Issuance of Building and Occupancy Permits:  Enforcement, Building Permits, and Approval of Plans.  A building inspector shall be appointed by the City Council to enforce the provisions of this regulation.

Permits:  no structure of any kind used for residential, commercial or industrial purposes, including accessories thereto, shall hereafter be built, altered, or moved within the zoning jurisdiction of Burlington until a building, alteration or moving permit has been obtained from the Building Inspector.  Such permit shall be good only for one construction season after the date of issuance thereof, and any extension shall be with the approval of the City Council.  No permit is required for maintenance or repair of existing residences, commercial structures, or accessory structures which does not alter the strength or plan of said structure or its mechanical installations, but such maintenance or repair shall comply with all requirements of this regulation.

Kremer moved to pass on 2nd Reading WATER AND SEWER RATES AND SANITATION REGULATIONS

Section 9-102.  Billing Procedure:  Bills for the rates and charges as herein established by the City shall be sent monthly.  All bills shall be payable to the City of Burlington by the due date indicated on the bill.  Bills not paid by the due date  will receive a delayed payment charge of one and one-half percent (1 ½%).  Water and sewer system accounts that become 30 days past due will receive one courtesy reminder by phone.  Failure to remit payment as agreed will result in the water supply for the lot, parcel of land or premises affected being shut off.  Service will be turned back on only after payment in full of the delinquent charges and a reconnect fee of $25.00, Kabanuk seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Kabanuk moved to pass on 2nd reading, Section 18-2201.  Issuance of Building and Occupancy Permits:  Enforcement, Building Permits, and Approval of Plans.  A building inspector shall be appointed by the City Council to enforce the provisions of this regulation.

Notice of Award to Wagner Construction, Inc. for the South Regional Lift Station was reviewed.  The original contract was negotiated with Wagner Construction to complete the project without the lift station.  Kremer moved to award the contract to Wagner Construction with this modification, for a total of $1,450,000,  Kabanuk seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Patrick presented the only bid received on the Early Warning Sirens from Jamestown Communications totaling $268,781.70.  This project consists of a total of 11 sirens, installed over a three year period with the city’s share of the grant at 10%.  Kabanuk moved to approve award of bid to Jamestown Communications, Hoover seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Council again reviewed Sweeney Control’s estimate on remote access and pressure transducer for the water tank.

No action taken.

Patrick presented the final invoice from Excavating, Inc. for the Interim Levee Project.  Total construction cost was $153,167.39, with $100,000 to be received from the Ward County Water Resource Board, $49,000 from the State Water Commission, leaving $4,167.39 as the city’s share. The Burlington City Council held their regular meeting October 6, 2014.  Present were:  Mayor Jerome Gruenberg,  Rod Kremer, Daryn Hoover, Brett Casavant, Jeanine Kabanuk, Diane Fugere, Keith Crabb, Jack Anderson, Suzette Perron, Rod Schwandt, Patrick Samson and several area residents.

Diane informed council of address changes to the following building permits approved at the September 2, 2014 meeting; LYLE TANDE

106 Heights Ave  (Now 59 Meadowview Court – Lot 5B)

They are building on different lots than originally applied for due to hitting coal veins while digging the basements on the original lots. Casavant moved to approve the minutes with this correction, Kabanuk seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Kremer moved to approve bills and payroll as presented, including Keller Paving for $377,576.32 and Utility Systems of America for $65,783.70 and excluding the bill from Flowpoint Environmental for $795.00, Kabanuk seconded, motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Chief Crabb cautioned residents to lock their homes and vehicles and be cautious in town with the recent burglaries in the area.

Jack Anderson asked about hiring Jayden Casavant full time as public works assistant.

Jack reported trouble with the water tank valve failing to shut off as needed.  Sweeney’s will be here to troubleshoot next month.

The cold storage building is complete with the exception of power to the building.  

Jack reported the equipment for the sirens is in and scheduled to be installed October 15, 2014.

The city has received no information from the owners or contractor of the garage/storage room at 21 Kittleson Drive having footing installed as required by city ordinance.  City attorney will be contacted to deal with this matter.

Diane reported a donation of $1200.00 from Suzette Perron for upgrading the city’s server.

Suzette reported on the IMM water bills for the 12-plex and 24-plex.  More information will be provided at the next regular meeting.

Colton Behr appeared before council to request allowing individual septic systems to serve R-2 zoned, single-family residential lots within Phases 1 of the Highlands Ranch 3rd Addition without the requirement of constructing central sewer facilities within the right of way.  Kremer moved to allow septic service to the 85 single family lots, Hoover seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

AJ Denton appeared before council to request use of the city hall in the evenings for martial arts classes.  Kremer moved to approve as long as it does not interfere with city meetings or other events, Kabanuk seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

John Skees appeared before council to discuss repealing the city ordinance on breed specific legislation.  After much discussion with several meeting attendees, speaking for and against pit bulls, Kremer moved reject repealing the city’s Breed Specific Legislation, Hoover seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.
Wendy Fulton appeared before council requesting reimbursement of expenses for clean up and property damage due to sewer backup in their basement.  

Kremer moved to approved on first reading, Section 8-140.1  Owner to Carry Burden of Proof as to Specific Breed, Whether Purebred or Mixed Breed:  The burden of establishing by way of veterinarian certificate or affidavit, the actual breed of said animal whether purebred or mixed breed shall be upon the owner of the animal.  Should breed be indeterminate, the owner shall, at the owners expense, submit said animal to DNA testing by a certified laboratory or final determination of purebred or mixed breed origins.

It is further ordained that the animal in question is to be removed from the city limit immediately until such time a final determination is made by veterinarian affidavit or certification, DNA testing or final decision by the Burlington Municipal Judge upon completion of a court trial. 

If the dog is deemed a pit bull by the courts, it shall be destroyed, unless the owner produces evidence deemed sufficient by the court that the dog has been permanently removed and the owner pays the cost of impoundment.  Owner shall provide name, address and phone number of the location of the animal, Hoover seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.
Casavant moved to approve on first reading, Section 13-102.  Notice to Abate Nuisance:  The city by its agents or employees may notify in writing the owner of any lot, place or area within the city that he must within (five) 5 days after receipt of the notice abate the nuisance described in the notice.  The notice shall specify the legal description of the premises and shall also set forth, if possible, the street address of the premises.  It shall include therein an explanation of the right to a hearing on the necessity for abatement, which is provided for in subsection 13-4.  The notice shall be by certified mail, return receipt requested, addressed to the owner at his last known address, or shall be made by personal service, and the person making service either by mail or in person shall maintain as a permanent record written proof of service.

Section 13-103.  Authority of City to Abate Nuisance When Owner Does Not Do So:  Upon the failure, neglect or refusal of any owner notified in accordance with subsection 13-2 to abate the nuisance described in the notice within (five) 5 days after receipt there of by or personal service thereof upon the owner, the city is authorized to enter upon the premises described in such notice and to take whatever steps as might reasonably be required to abate the nuisance and such actions, if reasonable in nature and undertaken in good faith, shall not constitute a trespass or conversion.  If the notice is returned to the city because of the inability of the U.S. Postal Service to make delivery thereof the City may proceed immediately to abate the nuisance, provided that the notice was properly addressed to the last known address of the owner.

Section 13-104.  Hearing on Necessity of Abatement:  
Any owner who shall receive a notice as specified in subsection 13-2 may, five (5) days after its receipt or personal service, apply in writing to the mayor for a hearing on the necessity for the abatement of the nuisance described in such notice.  Such hearing shall be provided by the mayor or his delegate within ten (10) business days of the filing of the application unless the owner shall agree to a hearing at a later date.  The city shall have the burden of proving by the clear weight of evidence that the conditions of which it complains constitute a nuisance as defined in subsection 13-1.  The mayor shall either find for the owner, in which case no further action may be taken by the City without the issuance of another notice pursuant to subsection 13-2, which shall be issued only in the event of a material change in circumstances, or, the mayor shall find for the city in which case the owner shall have an additional ten (10) days from the date of service upon him by mail or in person of a copy of the mayor's decision in which he may abate the nuisance.  If he fails, neglects or refuses to abate the nuisance within that period of time then the city may proceed to enter upon the property and to abate the nuisance and such actions, if reasonable in nature and undertaken in good faith, shall not constitute a trespass or conversion.  If the owner is aggrieved by the decision made by the mayor he may, without further administrative review, resort to his judicial remedies, Kremer seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Kremer moved to approved on 1st reading Section 18-2201.  Issuance of Building and Occupancy Permits
Section 18-2203.3.  Violation Penalty:  Any person, firm or corporation violating any provision of this ordinance shall be guilty of a Class B misdemeanor and may be subject, upon conviction, up to $1000  $1500.00 fine.  Water and/or sewage service may be denied by the city to any person, firm, or corporation violating this ordinance, Kabanuk seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Ward County Zoning asked how the city wants to handle uncompleted building permits that were originally filed with Ward County and are now in the city’s new ET jurisdiction.  Casavant moved to have Ward County complete the process, Kabanuk seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Diane presented two checks donated by the Idle Hour as follows:  $3,642 Burlington Fire Department - $3,642 to the Burlington Rec Commission from charitable gaming profits.

Diane presented information on a grant from Souris Basin Planning Council to develop a Comprehensive Plan for the city.  Further information will be provided at the next regular council meeting.

The Burlington City Council held their regular meeting November 3, 2014.  Present were:  Mayor Jerome Gruenberg,  Rod Kremer, Daryn Hoover, Brett Casavant, Jeanine Kabanuk, Diane Fugere, Jack Anderson, Suzette Perron, Jayden Casavant, Lynn Brookes, Patrick Samson and several area residents.

Kabanuk moved to approve the minutes of the October meeting, Kremer seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Kremer moved to approve bills and payroll as presented, including Wagner Construction for $177,536.38, Kabanuk seconded, motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Mary Lynn Brookes took the oath of office as Deputy Auditor and Clerk of Court.

Casavant moved to authorize Mary Lynn Brookes to sign city checks, Kabanuk seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Suzette presented estimates on updating the server:

Casavant moved to award to Computech, Kremer seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Jack asked about snow removal in Harvest Heights Addition.

Diane asked permission to apply for grants for a picnic shelter, picnic tables, trash receptacle and grill for Stemen Park.  Kremer moved to approve, Hoover seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Jack reported the need for a gate valve for the trailer court water system, estimated at $7500-$8500 for valve and installation.  Council asked for 2 more estimates.

Lyndsay Ulrickson, Executive Director, Souris Basin Planning Council appeared before council to explain their grant program for a Comprehensive Plan for the city.  DeSour Valley EDC has approved $12,000.00 to the city for this project.  Kremer moved to approve applying for the grant, Kabanuk seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Council reviewed the final agreements with North Prairie Rural Water to provide water service to Harvest Heights Additions and Highlands Ranch Additions.  Kremer moved to authorize Mayor Gruenberg signing both agreements, Casavant seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Kremer moved to approve on 2nd  reading, Section 13-102.  Notice to Abate Nuisance:  The city by its agents or employees may notify in writing the owner of any lot, place or area within the city that he must within (five) 5 days after receipt of the notice abate the nuisance described in the notice.  The notice shall specify the legal description of the premises and shall also set forth, if possible, the street address of the premises.  It shall include therein an explanation of the right to a hearing on the necessity for abatement, which is provided for in subsection 13-4.  The notice shall be by certified mail, return receipt requested, addressed to the owner at his last known address, or shall be made by personal service, and the person making service either by mail or in person shall maintain as a permanent record written proof of service.

Section 13-103.  Authority of City to Abate Nuisance When Owner Does Not Do So:  Upon the failure, neglect or refusal of any owner notified in accordance with subsection 13-2 to abate the nuisance described in the notice within (five) 5 days after receipt there of by or personal service thereof upon the owner, the city is authorized to enter upon the premises described in such notice and to take whatever steps as might reasonably be required to abate the nuisance and such actions, if reasonable in nature and undertaken in good faith, shall not constitute a trespass or conversion.  If the notice is returned to the city because of the inability of the U.S. Postal Service to make delivery thereof the City may proceed immediately to abate the nuisance, provided that the notice was properly addressed to the last known address of the owner.

Section 13-104.  Hearing on Necessity of Abatement:  
Any owner who shall receive a notice as specified in subsection 13-2 may, five (5) days after its receipt or personal service, apply in writing to the mayor for a hearing on the necessity for the abatement of the nuisance described in such notice.  Such hearing shall be provided by the mayor or his delegate within ten (10) business days of the filing of the application unless the owner shall agree to a hearing at a later date.  The city shall have the burden of proving by the clear weight of evidence that the conditions of which it complains constitute a nuisance as defined in subsection 13-1.  The mayor shall either find for the owner, in which case no further action may be taken by the City without the issuance of another notice pursuant to subsection 13-2, which shall be issued only in the event of a material change in circumstances, or, the mayor shall find for the city in which case the owner shall have an additional ten (10) days from the date of service upon him by mail or in person of a copy of the mayor's decision in which he may abate the nuisance.  If he fails, neglects or refuses to abate the nuisance within that period of time then the city may proceed to enter upon the property and to abate the nuisance and such actions, if reasonable in nature and undertaken in good faith, shall not constitute a trespass or conversion.  If the owner is aggrieved by the decision made by the mayor he may, without further administrative review, resort to his judicial remedies, Hoover seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Casavant moved to approved on 2nd  reading Section 18-2201.  Issuance of Building and Occupancy Permits
Section 18-2203.3.  Violation Penalty:  Any person, firm or corporation violating any provision of this ordinance shall be guilty of a Class B misdemeanor and may be subject, upon conviction, up to $1500.00 fine.  Water and/or sewage service may be denied by the city to any person, firm, or corporation violating this ordinance, Kremer seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Kremer moved to approved on 2nd reading, Section 8-140.1  Owner to Carry Burden of Proof as to Specific Breed, Whether Purebred or Mixed Breed:  The burden of establishing by way of veterinarian certificate or affidavit, the actual breed of said animal whether purebred or mixed breed shall be upon the owner of the animal.  Should breed be indeterminate, the owner shall, at the owners expense, submit said animal to DNA testing by a certified laboratory or final determination of purebred or mixed breed origins.

It is further ordained that the animal in question is to be removed from the city limit immediately until such time a final determination is made by veterinarian affidavit or certification, DNA testing or final decision by the Burlington Municipal Judge upon completion of a court trial. 

If the dog is deemed a pit bull by the courts, it shall be destroyed, unless the owner produces evidence deemed sufficient by the court that the dog has been permanently removed and the owner pays the cost of impoundment.  Owner shall provide name, address and phone number of the location of the animal, Casavant seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.
Casavant moved to approve on 1st reading, Section 10-201.  Offenses Defined:  The following sections of Title 39 of the NDCC are hereby adopted by reference thereto to the same extent as though set forth fully hereafter, except as modified hereafter in this chapter.  (A citation of a section of Title 39 refers to all subsections thereof as well, if any.  However, if only certain subsections of a section are identified hereafter, then the omitted subsections are deliberately omitted and not adopted by reference, except to the extent that section 10-103 of this code or section 10-104 of this code may accomplish such adoption by reference.

Add:  39-06.1-02 (Traffic violations noncriminal - Exceptions – Procedures – Procedure to post bond) Hoover seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Council discussed increasing building permit application fees.  Casavant moved to approve an across the board 50% increase in square footage fees, Kabanuk seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

The Burlington City Council held their regular meeting December 1, 2014.  Present were:  Council President Brett Casavant,  Rod Kremer, Daryn Hoover, Jeanine Kabanuk, Diane Fugere, Jack Anderson, Codie Miller, Keith Crabb, Bob Ziebarth, Lynn Brookes, Patrick Samson and several area residents.

Kabanuk moved to approve the minutes of the November meeting, Kremer seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Kabanuk moved to approve bills and payroll as presented, Kremer seconded, motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Jack asked about putting a shut off on the trailer court line, estimated cost $5000 - $6000.  The matter was tabled for the winter, and will be considered in late winter, early spring 2015.

Diane reported installation of the telemetry system in the bulk water station is underway.  If it is not completed by December 31, 2014 the bulk water station will be shut down per the North Dakota State Engineer’s office.

Diane asked permission to pay necessary year end bills, Kremer moved to approve, Kabanuk seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Kathy Aiken appeared before council with concerns about he dirt work done by Beyond Shelter in Riverwood 2nd Addition.   She is concerned about water runoff in the spring.  Patrick Samson will check on this matter.

Kremer moved to approved on 1st reading; Section 8-123.  Definitions:  For the purpose of this article, the following words and phrases shall have the meanings respectively ascribed to them by section:

Add:  Vicious Animal: "Vicious animal" means: any animal that, when unprovoked, in a vicious or terrorizing manner, approaches any person in apparent attitude of attack upon the streets, sidewalks, or any public grounds or places; any animal with a known propensity, tendency, or disposition to attack unprovoked, to cause injury, or to otherwise endanger the safety of human beings or domestic animals; any animal that bites, inflicts injury, assaults, or otherwise attacks a human being or domestic animal without provocation on public or private property; or any animal owned or harbored primarily or in part for the purpose of animal fighting or any animal trained for animal fighting.

Section 8-127.  Vicious Animals Declared Nuisance:  

Any animal, which shall, within the city, bite any person, when the person so bitten was not, at the time trespassing on or injuring the person or property of the owner or keeper of such animal, is hereby declared a vicious animal.  Any dog which when unprovoked, in a vicious or terrorizing manner approaches any person in apparent attitude of attack upon the streets, sidewalks, or any public grounds or places is hereby declared a vicious animal.

Any dog with a known propensity, tendency or disposition to attack unprovoked, to cause injury or to otherwise endanger the safety of human beings or domestic animals is hereby declared a vicious animal.
The vicious animal shall be immediately removed from the city either by the owner or by the police department who will place the animal into the city pound, at the owner’s expense, until the case is heard on the nearest court date. If the animal is deemed vicious at court, the owner must permanently remove the animal from the city or have the animal destroyed, at the owner’s expense, Hoover seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote. 

Kremer moved to approve on 2nd reading, Section 10-201.  Offenses Defined:  The following sections of Title 39 of the NDCC are hereby adopted by reference thereto to the same extent as though set forth fully hereafter, except as modified hereafter in this chapter.  (A citation of a section of Title 39 refers to all subsections thereof as well, if any.  However, if only certain subsections of a section are identified hereafter, then the omitted subsections are deliberately omitted and not adopted by reference, except to the extent that section 10-103 of this code or section 10-104 of this code may accomplish such adoption by reference.

Add:  39-06.1-02 (Traffic violations noncriminal - Exceptions – Procedures – Procedure to post bond) Hoover seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.

Diane was asked to contact the city attorney regarding the Vetter building permit violation.

Diane reported receiving correspondence from the State Water Commission regarding a .25¢ per 1000 gallons increase in the NAWS rate.  Kremer moved to increase the city per 1000 gallon water rate to $3.75 per 1000, Hoover seconded and motion carried on a unanimous roll-call vote.
