Cannon moved to approve the December minutes, Kremer second, motion carried.

Kremer moved to approve payroll and bills, Skees second, motion carried.

Darren Jespersen appeared requesting a variance to build 100-105’ from the highway the current set back is 150’. He was told ward County has to approve along with City of Burlington.

Schloesser said he will have a document disk by the 13th, the next water board meeting. Schloesser responded to council that he received a letter. City of 
Burlington will wait for the water board to respond before anything further is done.

Lynn is to become the Notary for the city. Skees moved to approve, Kremer second, motion carried.

Chief Crabb reported Officer Omar Oritz has started work with the City of Burlington Police department.

The Burlington Fire Department turned down the donation offer from Kabanuk and Cannon to pay for their utility bill. They will pay it themselves. They had 0 water usage for the month of December.

The Preliminary Firm Panels were published to the cities 12/5/2019, the City of Burlington has them posted in our hall for viewing. The effective date will be sometime in 2021.

Kremer mentioned Tony Abernathey would like to maintain and take care of the lot on Cherry Street in lieu of having a garden. Kremer was given permission to tell Abernathy to come to council with an offer.

   STEEN’S 7TH ADDITION- Storm water lift station. Cannon moved to accept recommendation, Skees
   second, motion carried.

   STEEN’S 8TH ADDITION- Will be used for public right of way. Cannon moved to accept  
   recommendation, Skees second, motion carried.
