The Burlington City Council held their regular meeting October 7, 2019. Present were: Jeanine Kabanuk, Jesse Cannon, Sherry Skees, Justin Anderson, Lynn Brooks, Jayden Casavant, Steve Schwandt, Patrick Samson, Keith Crabb, Tony Pasterz & Brian Boppre. Absent: Rod Kremer

Cannon moved to approve the September minutes, Anderson second, motion carried.

Anderson moved to approve bills and payroll, Skees second, motion carried.

Larry Haug, Ward County 911 Coordinator, came in to ask for our support in having the Post Office send out a survey for changing a few addresses along County Road 10

Earl Paul and Amy Ralph asked about a noise ordinance for excessively loud music and late-night shouting. Chief Crabb   and Boppre Law Firm were going to review the ordinances in place and will comment at the next meeting.

Guy Smestad inquired about the Fire Department paying water. Council will revisit this matter at next council meeting.

Tim Hoff talked about replacing faded stop signs in town.

Dawn Haberlock, 522 East Valley Ave, asked about what was being done about the water line by her house freezing up, Patrick talked about looping the line from Valley to Stemen

Anderson moved if it freezes the city will excavate and thaw the line, Skees second, motion carried

Jayden received a quote from Swanson of $7800 for an 80” Brushcat, they will give us a $2,000 discount to total $5,800. This quote is good for 30 days. The budget will be checked to see if this is an option.

Anderson moved to take Diane Fugere, previous Auditor, off the city Bank Account, Cannon second, motion carried.

The Police Department requesting permission to purchase 2 laptops with docking stations so they can run Windows 10.

Anderson moved to approve buying the laptops and using the police car reserve fund for payment, Cannon second, motion carried.

Lynn asked for a new computer, her computer will not support Windows 10. She will bring an estimate next council meeting.

Schloesser has not brought in a Flood Plain Development permit. Mayor Kabanuk  and Cannon will have a committee meeting to decide what to put in a letter to send to Schloesser.  Patrick Samson will draft the letter. FEMA needs a plan of action.

The City is still waiting for a elevation certificate for B Karhoff’s building permit.

Rod will be asked to do a site visit to see if any more work has been done to the Dahley property.

C. Hoff, the next city actions will be after November 9, 2019.

Dionne Haynes, at the State of ND NFIP Coordinator, recommended sending out an outreach flyer or mailer reminding people they may need Flood Plain Development Permits.

Patrick recommended to pay Steen Construction for the work on the meter pit that has already been completed.

Morgan Glines was introduced as our new Assistant Attorney.

Anderson moved to accept the 2020 budget with changes, Cannon second, motion carried.

Keith asked to hire a new part time officer, he can train our officers on certain things, no benefits, 2 days a month, $25 an hour, we may have uniforms that will fit. He will need a vest we can check with Ward county and see if they will sell his old vest.

Anderson moved for Keith to make an offer to the officer of $25 an hour without benefits, Skees second, motion carried.

Lynn Brooks accepted the Auditor position at $50,000 per year.

Anderson moved to offer Brandy Buee the Deputy auditor’s position for $18 per hour, Skees second, motion carried.
