April 6, 2020
The Burlington City Council held their regular meeting April 6, 2020, because of COVID19 this meeting was held by phone conference. Present were: Jeanine Kabanuk, Rod Kremer, Jesse Cannon, Justin Anderson, Sherry Skees, Keith Crabb, Tony Pasterz, Jayden Casavant, Patrick Samson, Morgan Glines, Paul Engeldinger, Daren Jespersen, Teylia Murray, Jane Able & Sam Mahoney, Absent: Dawn Griffis & Steve Schwandt.

Cannon moved to approve the March 2020 minutes, Kremer second, motion carried.

Kremer moved to approve payroll and bills, Cannon second, motion carried.

Teylia Murray appeared asking about having chickens in the city. City Attorney Morgan Glines read ordinance 8-106 where it states no fowl is permitted in the city, she also listed why we might not want chickens, sound, odor and parasites. Kremer stated that some owners are good and some owners not. Murray mentioned Mandan passed chickens. Cannon reviewed the ordinance and wanted no change at this time. Anderson was not opposed to chickens. Cannon asked what the purpose was and Murray stated for food and the cost of boughten ones was high. Skees suggested they may bring dogs and unwanted animals and asked if the city would have any financial responsibility. Skees asked if Attorney Glines could look up the liability and draft a plan. Skees motioned to look at this in the future. Kremer thought that was a good idea. Anderson mentioned the motion, Skees dropped the motion.

There were no employee concerns.

Kremer moved to authorize the Ward County Contract with the Police Department, Cannon second, motion carried.

Skees asked to amend the budget to give Officer Pasterz a raise from $26.91 to $30 per hour. It was said we do not have to amend the budget but Anderson wanted to know where the money was to come from. It is to come from the General Fund. Cannon moved to give Officer Pasterz a raise from $26.91 to $30 to begin May 1, 2020, Skees second, motion carried. Kremer reminded council to keep in mind other future raises.

Fire Department used 17000 gallons of water.

Engineer’s Report:
Hoff sent an email wanting to know if he can reside his house due to hail, it was sent to legal counsel.
Schloesser will excavate after the frost is out, the Police will do random checks on the Schloesser property.

Anderson moved to pay the Stemen Drive SID, Cannon second, motion carried.

Paul Engeldinger reported the flashing lights on 2 & 52 were bent from the last wind storm, Jayden will check on it.

Jayden asked about having a no outlet or dead-end sign put up at Lara Lane and Grayson Drive. Cannon moves to have a sign put up, Kremer second, motion carried.

Morgan was asked to check if we need an ordinance to put up a sign and Chief Crabb said an advisory sign needs no ordinance. Jayden will purchase one and put it up.

The city received an email from a citizen wondering because of the noise the train makes in the night, if the city could take the steps to become a Quiet Zone. This was looked into previously and was decided the cost was too much.  Attorney Glines said blowing horns is a federal law.
Kremer moved to approve on the first reading Daren Jespersen’s request for rezoning Valley Estates S/D L1 & L2 Burlington from R1 Single Family Residence District to M-1 Light Industrial District. The Planning Commission suggested to move forward as presented, Skees second, motion carried
