January 7, 2019
The Burlington City Council held their regular meeting January 7, 2019.  Present were:  Jeanine Kabanuk, Rod Kremer, Justin Anderson, Jesse Cannon (via phone), Sherry Skees, Diane Fugere, Lynn Brooks, Jayden Casavant, Jack Anderson, Patrick Samson, Brian Boppre, Codie Miller, Keith Crabb and Tony Pasterz.   
Kremer moved to approve the December 2018 minutes, Anderson seconded, motion carried.
Anderson moved to approve bills and payroll, Skees seconded, motion carried.

Rod reported on comp hours.

The Fire Department reported 500 gallons of water for the month.  
Casey Hoff appeared before council regarding his building permit.  Several options were discussed.  Mayor Kabanuk appointed a committee to meet with Mr. Hoff; Patrick Samson, Diane Fugere, Justin Anderson; Jesse Cannon, Amanda Schooling and Brian Boppre.
Council reviewed information on garbage rates.  Per our contract with Circle Sanitation, their rate is increasing effective 1/1/19.  Anderson moved to increase the garbage rate to $17.50 and extra totes to $4.00, Kremer seconded, motion carried.

Skees reported the K-9 drug bust for Ward County.

Jack Anderson announced his resignation as public works director effective the end of January.  Kremer moved to place an ad for the open position in the newspaper, Skees seconded, motion carried.

Kremer moved to approve on 1st reading, be it ordained by the City Council of the City of Burlington that Chapter 18 – City of Burlington Zoning Ordinance be amended as follows:  Add Definitions:  Flood Elevation Certificate:   a document generated by an engineer, surveyor or qualified person that will provide data to help properly rate properties for flood insurance.  Article XXII.  Section 18-2201 Issuance of Building and Occupancy Permits: Enforcement, Building Permits and Approval of Plans.  A building inspector shall be appointed by the City Council to enforce the provisions of this regulation.  Permits: no structure of any kind used for residential, commercial or industrial purposes, including accessories thereto, shall hereafter be built, altered or moved within the zoning jurisdiction of Burlington until a building, alteration or moving permit has been obtained from the Building Inspector.  Such permit shall be good for only one construction season after the date of issuance thereof, and any extension shall be with the approval of the City Council.  No permit is required for maintenance or repair of existing residences, commercial structures or accessory structures which does not alter the strength or plan of said structure or its mechanical installations, but such maintenance or repair shall comply with all requirements of this regulation.  Anderson seconded, motion carried.
Anderson moved to approve on 1st reading, be it ordained by the City Council of the City of Burlington that Chapter 23.1 – Storm Water Management be changed to Chapter 24, Kremer seconded, motion carried.

Park Road Stabilization:  Diane and Patrick were assigned as point of contact.  Anderson moved to authorize Mayor Kabanuk to sign the contract, Skees seconded, motion carried.  Anderson moved to authorize Ackerman-Estvold to begin design, Cannon seconded, motion carried.

Council discussed building permit applications for properties in the floodplain with Amanda Schooling, Ward County Emergency Manager.  Skees moved to authorize all building permit applications within the floodplain be forwarded to Amanda Schooling, Ward County Emergency Manager to sign off on the permit, Anderson seconded, motion carried.
Anderson moved to approve renewal of the Safety Committee Charter, Skees seconded, motion carried.

Mayor Kabanuk appointed Travis Grosche and Daryn Hoover to another 5-year term on the Planning Commission.

Gordon Lokken, Ward County Historical Society, discussed the city considering a more defining city ordinance regarding museums.   Attorney Boppre is looking into the matter.  Mr. Lokken was asked to present a site plan when it becomes available.  They are holding public informational meeting March 7, 2019 at 6:45 at the city hall.

The lagoon expansion project was submitted for the CWSRF – Clean Water State Revolving Fund application which allows for state loans and possible loan forgiveness.
The Colton Avenue bridge replacement will be advertised for bid at the end of the month with bid opening February 28th at 10 am.  Kremer moved to authorize Mayor Kabanuk to sign the Phase BU-1 Construction permit, Skees seconded, motion carried.

Ward Heidbreder with ND Rural Water Systems Association presented information on a water study done using 2017 enterprise fund income and expenses.  

Council reviewed information on a water bill for a rental property in the city that is continually past due by the tenant.  Lynn asked permission to require the account be transferred to back the landlord’s name.  After input by Attorney Boppre, Kremer moved to approve, Anderson seconded, motion carried.

Mayor Kabanuk was authorized to sign the Ward County Emergency Operations Plan.
