April 1, 2019
The Burlington City Council held their regular meeting April 1, 2019.  Present were:  Jeanine Kabanuk, Justin Anderson, Jesse Cannon, Rod Kremer, Sherry Skees, Diane Fugere, Lynn Brooks, Jayden Casavant, Steve Schwandt, Patrick Samson, Brian Boppre, Keith Crabb & Tony Pasterz.   
Kremer moved to approve the March 2019 minutes, Cannon seconded, motion carried.
Anderson moved to approve bills and payroll, Kremer seconded, motion carried.

Chad Rosencrans appeared before council regarding his building permit application #836-A for their property located in the floodplain.  Hillary Rosencrans read a statement to council about their home remodel.  Their options are to acquire a LOMA or fill in the basement.  Much discussion followed.  Engineer Samson will call Tom Birney with FEMA to inquire about the possibility of beginning construction before the LOMA is complete.  A special council meeting was scheduled for Thursday, April 4th at 1 p.m. at the city hall to discuss the information Patrick receives from Tom.
Don Lewis and Brett Casavant appeared before council to address a problem with the culvert on Highway 2&52 that drains into the Durango Hills Development.  During spring thaw and/or heavy rains, excess water has flooded their homes and washed out areas of their property.  Many options were discussed for a solution to this problem.  Jayden and Steve will inspect the culvert to see if debris can be removed.  Samson will contact Jim Redding with NDDOT to get permission to clean out the culvert.
Dave Leite with the Ward County Historical Society presented a conceptual site plan for the Pioneer Village.  

Diane asked permission to pay $2,022.50 for engineering of the Park Road Stabilization project out of the emergency fund.   Anderson moved to approve, Kremer seconded, motion carried.

Officer Pasterz asked for $100 to sponsor a t-ball team for Burlington Rec.  Diane indicated it would have to be paid through the enterprise fund as tax monies can not be used for donations.  Anderson moved to approve, Cannon seconded, motion carried. 
The fire department used 6400 gallons in March.

Mayor Kabanuk informed council the fire inspection will be done soon.

Cannon moved to approve on 2nd reading: BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BURLINGTON that the following be added: Section 10-503.  No Parking Zone; Limited Parking Zones:

(1) There are hereby created the following No Parking Zones: 

(G)  Meadowview Court – on the greenspace side; (H) Heights Avenue – on the hydrants side of the street, Kremer seconded, motion carried.

Cannon moved to approve on 2nd reading: BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BURLINGTON that the following be added: Section 10-515.  One-Way Traffic Zones:

(1) There are hereby created the following One-Way Traffic Zones: 


(A)  Meadowview Court

Section 10-516.  Do Not Enter Traffic Zones:

(1) There are hereby created the following Do Not Enter Traffic Zones: 

(A)  Meadowview Court 

Anderson seconded; motion carried.

Discussion followed where it was pointed out to Casey Hoff that the city does not have all the receipts necessary to make the substantial improvement determination and that he is the individual that provided the $115,000 addition number on the building permit to Rod Schwandt.  Casey has been stating that it was the City Engineer that wrote that number on the building permit which the City Engineer has always denied. Casey did not dispute this fact when the building inspector told him he was the one that provided that number to him. Next, the City Engineer read an excerpt from the final appraisal report provided by Casey Hoff during the approval process of the building permit where the appraisal's final valuation is based off of filling in the basement and making a crawl space among other criteria.  Anderson moved to continue pursuing the substantial improvement requirement and if it is determined to be 50% or more, proposed corrective requirements from the city would be for Casey Hoff to fill in in his basement to the required level to have a crawl space and pursue raising the main floor. Cannon seconded; motion carried unanimously.
Council reviewed the elevation certificate Rich Schloesser dropped off at the city hall office.  Diane informed council that she urged Schloesser to get in touch with building inspector, Rod Schwandt.   Schwandt indicated he did not hear from Schloesser.  Schwandt stated the addition was built approximately 8 years ago, it is an 18x26 sunroom with no electric, no plumbing and no mechanical.

Lagoon Expansion options were reviewed.  Kremer recommended the clay liner at $4.37 per month for 20 years contingent upon West River/Burlington Joint Board approval.  Diane will contact Jeff McElwain.

Flood Control: Bridge replacement award will be before the Joint Board on April 4th.
Meter Vault:  Samson is finalizing specs and contacting contractors.

Water Tank:  Jayden and Steve discovered several locations on the water tank that appear to be weeping water with 1 of those locations actively leaking.  Samson contacted Great Plains Structures for a proposal for inspection; approximately $1,500 and repair at $4,625.  Diane informed council that we are on the final year of special assessments on the water tank and there are funds available to take care of these matters.  Cannon moved to authorize water tank repairs and do the inspection, Skees seconded, motion carried.

Jayden discussed the frozen water line on Valley Avenue.  The options are; temporary water service or expose and steam the pipe.  No action was taken.

Kremer moved to approve on 1st reading be it resolved by the Burlington City Council that the following be amended:  CHAPTER 18  CITY OF BURLINGTON ZONING ORDINANCE.  ARTICLE XXVI.  A Zone or Zone A:  is an area of special flood hazard a Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA) without water surface elevations determined.  
A1-30 Zone or Zone A1-30 and AE Zone or Zone AE:  is an area of special flood hazard a Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA) with water surface elevations determined.

Area of Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA): is the land in the flood-prone area subject to 1% or greater change of flooding in any given year.  This area is shown on the FIRM is usually refined to show Zones A, AE, AH, AO, A1-30 and A99.

Floodplain or Flood-prone Area:  means any land area susceptible to being inundated by water from any source (see definition of Flood).  The flood-prone area is more extensive than the "area of special flood hazard" for it includes, not only the area of special flood hazard, but also those adjoining areas in which any flooding which might occur during the base flood would be less than one foot in depth.
Section 18-2602.  Restrictions applicable to all Portions of the Area of Special Flood Hazard Area:  The provisions of this section shall be applicable to all of the land within the community that is shown on the FIRM as being in the area of special flood hazard area.  This shall include all areas shown thereon which bear the designation "A" or which bear an "A" prefix.

 (3)   Manufactured Homes:

(A) Manufactured homes shall be anchored in accordance with Section 18-2602 1.1(B). 18.2602 III.1(B).

Section 18-2605.  Duties of the City Planning Commission:

(1) The Planning Commission shall apply the provisions of this section to subdivision proposals made on or after June 1, 1977, if it shall determine that the premises affected by the subdivision proposal are within the area of special flood hazard area shown on the FIRM.  The provisions of this section are in addition to all other provisions of law relating to subdivision proposals.

Section 18-2606.  Additional Duties of City Council, Auditor and Mayor:
(1) The City Council, on or after June 1, 1977, shall apply the provisions of paragraphs "1 through 5" of this section to development within the area of special flood hazard area shown on the FIRM, Anderson seconded, motion carried.
Council reviewed the amortization schedule on the Ward County Historical Society’s specials.  Anderson moved to cover the principal payment for 5 years contingent on available funds, Cannon seconded, motion carried.
Rod Schwandt asked council to consider action on upcoming building permits and Aid to New Construction Fees for the Historical Society when they begin moving buildings to their lot.

Skees asked about requiring house numbers on the trailers in the trailer court.  Boppre was asked to draft a letter to the trailer court owner on this matter, and to research a new ordinance to have house numbers on all residents in the city.

Rod Schwandt’s term on the Special Assessment Committee has expired.  Mayor Kabanuk appointed Terilynn Hoff to a 6-year term.

Skees moved to designate the Minot Daily News as the official newspaper of the City of Burlington, Cannon seconded, motion carried on a roll-call vote:  Skees – yes; Cannon – yes; Kremer – yes; Anderson – no.
