May 6, 2019
The Burlington City Council held their regular meeting May 6, 2019.  Present were:  Jeanine Kabanuk, Rod Kremer, Sherry Skees, Diane Fugere, Lynn Brooks, Jayden Casavant, Steve Schwandt, Patrick Samson & Brian Boppre.   
Kremer moved to approve the April 2019 minutes, Skees seconded, motion carried.
Kremer moved to approve bills and payroll, Skees seconded, motion carried.

Jayden discussed the frozen water main on Valley Avenue.  Council asked him to get an estimate from Steen.

Jayden discussed a bill from Preferred Controls for $654.86 and his concern about the number of hours spent troubleshooting a problem with the control panel in the pump house.  Jayden will call them to discuss.   Kremer moved to pay the bill, Skees seconded, motion carried.

The Ward County Historical Society requested use of the hall every first Thursday of the month for their regular meetings, council approval was given.

The fire department used 3000 gallons of water in March.

Mayor Kabanuk informed council the fire inspection will be done soon.

Samson updated council on the Hoff building permit matter.  A conference call was held on April 23, 2019 with all parties.  The city is to submit a report on substantial completion determination by May 14, 2019.  The appraiser visited the home on Friday, May 3rd.  Hoff submitted some photos and receipts Monday, May 6th.  Samson recommends council meet after substantial completion determination to discuss results and next steps.  

Samson discussed a change order on the Access Road Project for catch basin adjustment and time extension.  
Kremer moved to approve on 2nd reading be it resolved by the Burlington City Council that the following be amended:  CHAPTER 18 CITY OF BURLINGTON ZONING ORDINANCE.  ARTICLE XXVI.  A Zone or Zone A:  is an area of special flood hazard a Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA) without water surface elevations determined.  

A1-30 Zone or Zone A1-30 and AE Zone or Zone AE:  is an area of special flood hazard a Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA) with water surface elevations determined.

Area of Special Flood Hazard Area (SFHA): is the land in the flood-prone area subject to 1% or greater change of flooding in any given year.  This area is shown on the FIRM is usually refined to show Zones A, AE, AH, AO, A1-30 and A99.

Floodplain or Flood-prone Area:  means any land area susceptible to being inundated by water from any source (see definition of Flood).  The flood-prone area is more extensive than the "area of special flood hazard" for it includes, not only the area of special flood hazard, but also those adjoining areas in which any flooding which might occur during the base flood would be less than one foot in depth.

Section 18-2602.  Restrictions applicable to all Portions of the Area of Special Flood Hazard Area:  The provisions of this section shall be applicable to all of the land within the community that is shown on the FIRM as being in the area of special flood hazard area.  This shall include all areas shown thereon which bear the designation "A" or which bear an "A" prefix.

 (3)   Manufactured Homes:

(A) Manufactured homes shall be anchored in accordance with Section 18-2602 1.1(B). 18.2602 III.1(B).

Section 18-2605.  Duties of the City Planning Commission:

(1) The Planning Commission shall apply the provisions of this section to subdivision proposals made on or after June 1, 1977, if it shall determine that the premises affected by the subdivision proposal are within the area of special flood hazard area shown on the FIRM.  The provisions of this section are in addition to all other provisions of law relating to subdivision proposals.

Section 18-2606.  Additional Duties of City Council, Auditor and Mayor:
(1) The City Council, on or after June 1, 1977, shall apply the provisions of paragraphs "1 through 5" of this section to development within the area of special flood hazard area shown on the FIRM, Skees seconded, motion carried.
Kremer moved to approve on 1st reading, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BURLINGTON, NORTH DAKOTA that the following ordinance be amended:

EXCAVATION PERMIT PROGRAM
Section 7-801. Excavation Permit Required: 
(1) No person shall do any excavation, construction, or repair work within the public right-of-way without first obtaining a permit application from the City Auditor. 

(2) The permit application shall be completed and delivered to the City Auditor along with the required fee for submittal to the City Council for approval at the next scheduled council meeting. 

(3) The City Council may waive the provisions of this section when the work to be performed will be done pursuant to a contract with the city; and the council is of the opinion that the terms of the contract, or the city general specifications, provide sufficient safeguards or controls to accomplish the intent of protecting the city’s interest. 

(4) No permit shall be valid until approval is obtained from the City Council. 

Section 7-802. Fees: 
(1) No fee is required for excavating to a depth of one foot or less when concrete, asphalt, or compacted gravel will not be involved within the scope of the excavation project. 

(2) A fee of $500 $1,500.00 is required for all other excavation projects. 

(3) A refund of $450 $1,450.00 will be made upon satisfactory inspections by the city upon completion of the project and with the approval of the City Council.  Skees seconded, motion carried.
Kremer moved to approve on 1st reading BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BURLINGTON NORTH DAKOTA that: 
The following ordinance be added: 

Section 18-1806: Display of Building Number: An ordinance to provide for the establishment, control, and regulation of building numbering display within the City of Burlington and to provide for penalties for the violation of the Ordinance. 

1. Every premises shall display the distinctive house number assigned to that premises and recognized by the Ward County 911governing board. The individual digits shall be no less than four (4) inches in height (three (3) inches if of a reflective material) in block style letters and shall be in a contrasting color to the background. 

The house number shall be displayed in one of the following fashions: 

a. If the number is displayed on a house, the number shall be placed upon the front of the house in such a position as to be plainly visible to all traffic coming to the premises from either direction. 

b. If a house is more than 50 feet from the improved portion of the street or road or is not clearly visible from the street or road, the number shall be displayed on a sign adjacent to the street or road on which the property fronts. Such sign shall be attached to a fence or post or mailbox at a height that assures that the number will not be obscured by winter snows or snowplowing. 

2. Violation. Failure to display a house number within sixty (60) days after the adoption of this Ordinance, or in the case of new construction, prior to the issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy, shall be considered a violation of this Ordinance and shall be subject to penalties hereinafter provided. 

3. Penalties. Any person, firm or corporation violating the provisions of this Ordinance shall be guilty of an infraction subject to a fine of not more than one hundred dollars ($100). Each and every day during which such violation continues shall be considered as a separate and distinct violation hereof and may be charged and prosecuted as such. The above specified penalties may be imposed for each such violation.  Skees seconded, motion carried.
The Burlington/West River Joint Board met May 1, 2019 to discuss the lagoon project and voted to approve design of the lagoon repair with a preliminary budget of $535,350, including engineering and contingency, at a cost share of 70/30.  Kremer moved to authorize the engineer to proceed and the mayor to sign the design services agreement, Skees seconded, motion carried. 

Samson updated pending building permit matters:
Rosencrans:  LOMA was received by FEMA as document #19-08-0602A

Karhoff:  Dionne requested a timeline for completion

Dahly:  Dionne noted the city will need to issue a variance for the structure since there are no provisions in the City Zoning Code that allow for flood resistant construction of garages.

Spartan Fire Arms:  They met with the owner and Mindt Construction on April 11th to discuss the need for a plat; utility connections and conflicts; site layout, ADA compliance, grading; Stormwater Management and general drainage.  The owner has submitted a rough site plan and met with West River to discuss utility impacts.  A proposed grading plan has yet to be received.
Ward County Historical Society:  Site plan has been submitted with general comments provided.  Other matters include:  parking and ADA requirements; Stormwater Management Plan required; Sewer and Water connections/service locations.  The Stormwater Management report was received last Friday.  They do not plan on constructing the visitor center this year.

Harvest Heights Access Road:  Construction is scheduled to begin Wednesday, May 8th.

Meter Vault:  contractor bids will be provided at the June council meeting with anticipated late summer construction.

Water Tank Repairs/Inspection:  Repairs were made last week; the inspection has been scheduled and will be done with a drone so the tank will not have to be drained.

State Water Commission Application:  Regarding a grant for construction of a water tower at Highlands Ranch Additions.  Potential grant is 60% of project cost, anticipated at $1,650,000, with the city’s share at $660,000.  Council decision was to not apply at this time.
Council discussed building permit applications for the Ward County Historical Society moving their building onto their property.  Kremer moved to approve waiving these fees, Skees seconded, motion carried.

Work on the access road turn lane is scheduled for May 8th.

Repairs were made to the water tank and an inspection needs to be scheduled.

Samson discussed a water tower in Highlands Ranch addition and a potential grant at 60/40, anticipated cost $1,650,000.00, with the city share at $660,000.00.  Council decision was to wait at this time.

Kremer moved to approve on 1st reading; BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BURLINGTON that the following be added:

Section 7-401.  Application for and Issuance of Permit:   Any owner or authorized agent who intends to construct, enlarge, alter, repair, move, demolish or change the occupancy of a building or structure, or to erect, install, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, convert or replace any electrical, gas, mechanical or plumbing system, the installation of which is regulated by the State Building Code or to cause any such work to be done, shall first make application to the building official and obtain the required permit.   The application shall be made on forms provided by the building official.  Applicant shall provide all plans and information as required within the application and such other information as may be necessary to act on the application.  Skees seconded, motion carried.

The pre-construction meeting for the Colton Bridge is Wednesday, May 10th at 10 a.m. at the city hall.  

Mayor Kabanuk presented the Minot Hockey Boosters gaming permit renewal.  Kremer moved to approve, Skees seconded, motion carried.
Council reviewed correspondence from United Community Bank that pledged securities are adequate to cover the city’s investments.
Council reviewed an estimate from 1 Call Septic for camera and jetting services to city sewer lines over a period of 2 years at a total of $43,000.00
