June 3, 2019
The Burlington City Council held their regular meeting June 3, 2019.  Present were:  Jeanine Kabanuk, Rod Kremer, Sherry Skees, Justin Anderson, Diane Fugere, Lynn Brooks, Jayden Casavant, Steve Schwandt, Tony Pasterz, Patrick Samson & Brian Boppre.   Absent:  Jesse Cannon and Keith Crabb.
Kremer moved to approve the May 2019 minutes, Skees seconded, motion carried.
Skees moved to approve bills and payroll, Anderson seconded, motion carried.

Jess and Amy Morse appeared before council to discuss the lots in Harvest Heights Addition that are not being mowed.  Attorney Boppre was asked to send a nuisance letter to the owner of the lots.  They discussed their concern with erosion in Highlands Ranch Addition.  Engineer Samson stated the cost for erosion control would be $30,000 - $35,000 and would be part of the Access Road District expense.  Kremer moved to approve the erosion control, Skees seconded, motion carried unanimously.  
Rod Schwandt asked permission for the EDC to allow employees working on the Colton Avenue bridge repair to park campers on their lot next to the Dollar General.  Schwandt indicated 8-12 campers parking June – November.  Morse asked that the area be kept clean and free of garbage and debris, Schwandt indicated he will see to it.  Kremer moved to approve, Anderson seconded, motion carried.

Kelly Brooks appeared before council to inform them he is upset about a video/recording of his son that was played in the auditor’s office by Officer Tony Pasterz in the presence of Chief Crabb, Auditor Diane Fugere and Deputy Auditor Lynn Brooks.  He stated it was unprofessional and unethical of Officer Pasterz to show that video in front of Lynn’s coworkers and Lynn was very upset by it.  A formal complaint was filed by Lynn Brooks and given to Chief Crabb earlier.  Council will have Chief Crabb share the complaint and they will take it under advisement.
Lesli Getzlaff discussed a resident of the city loitering in businesses and asking people, including children, for money.  Much discussion followed.   She was informed that complaints need to be filed with the police department.  Keith will be asked to meet with the business owners on this matter.
Jayden presented an estimate from Steen Construction for excavating and insulating the watermain at the end of Valley Avenue totaling $27,545.  Kremer moved to table the matter, Skees seconded, motion carried unanimously.
Jayden gave information on speed bumps for Stemen Drive near the new Splash Pad:

These carry a 15-year warranty.  Kremer moved to approve 2-19’ speed bumps with signage, totaling approximately $3,000.00, Anderson seconded, motion carried.

The fire department used 2000 gallons of water in May.

Council reviewed correspondence from Vern Erck regarding the rough railroad crossing on Colton Avenue.  Kremer moved to authorize Attorney Boppre to draft a letter to CP Rail on the matter, Skees seconded, motion carried.

ENGINEER’S REPORT:

Spartan Fire Arms submitted new information for their building permit application.  Mitch Flanagan, City of Minot Building Official has offered to review.  Diane will contact him.
Samson reported the final walkthrough of the Harvest Heights Access Road is scheduled for June 6th at 8 a.m.

The Lagoon project is under design.  There is an issue with sludge disposal.  We are currently proposing land application and will need to select a site with the existing dead cells being the best alternative.

Two bids for the meter vault were received:


Steen Construction - $61,281.44


Kemper Construction - $120,531.00

Diane indicated the only fund to pay this from is the surge fund.  Anderson moved to award to the low bidder, Steen Construction with payment from the surge fund, Kremer seconded, motion carried.
Flood Control/Bridge Replacement:

Bi-weekly construction meetings start on Tuesday, June 4 at 1 pm at the City Hall.  Groundbreaking is scheduled for June 11th at 2 pm.

Kremer moved to approve on 2nd reading, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BURLINGTON, NORTH DAKOTA that the following ordinance be amended:

EXCAVATION PERMIT PROGRAM
Section 7-801. Excavation Permit Required: 
(1) No person shall do any excavation, construction, or repair work within the public right-of-way without first obtaining a permit application from the City Auditor. 

(2) The permit application shall be completed and delivered to the City Auditor along with the required fee for submittal to the City Council for approval at the next scheduled council meeting. 

(3) The City Council may waive the provisions of this section when the work to be performed will be done pursuant to a contract with the city; and the council is of the opinion that the terms of the contract, or the city general specifications, provide sufficient safeguards or controls to accomplish the intent of protecting the city’s interest. 

(4) No permit shall be valid until approval is obtained from the City Council. 

Section 7-802. Fees: 
(1) No fee is required for excavating to a depth of one foot or less when concrete, asphalt, or compacted gravel will not be involved within the scope of the excavation project. 

(2) A fee of $500 $1,500.00 is required for all other excavation projects. 

(3) A refund of $450 $1,450.00 will be made upon satisfactory inspections by the city upon completion of the project and with the approval of the City Council.  Skees seconded, motion carried.
Kremer moved to approve on 2nd reading BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BURLINGTON NORTH DAKOTA that: 
The following ordinance be added: 

Section 18-1806: Display of Building Number: An ordinance to provide for the establishment, control, and regulation of building numbering display within the City of Burlington and to provide for penalties for the violation of the Ordinance. 

1. Every premises shall display the distinctive house number assigned to that premises and recognized by the Ward County 911governing board. The individual digits shall be no less than four (4) inches in height (three (3) inches if of a reflective material) in block style letters and shall be in a contrasting color to the background. 

The house number shall be displayed in one of the following fashions: 

a. If the number is displayed on a house, the number shall be placed upon the front of the house in such a position as to be plainly visible to all traffic coming to the premises from either direction. 

b. If a house is more than 50 feet from the improved portion of the street or road or is not clearly visible from the street or road, the number shall be displayed on a sign adjacent to the street or road on which the property fronts. Such sign shall be attached to a fence or post or mailbox at a height that assures that the number will not be obscured by winter snows or snowplowing. 

2. Violation. Failure to display a house number within sixty (60) days after the adoption of this Ordinance, or in the case of new construction, prior to the issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy, shall be considered a violation of this Ordinance and shall be subject to penalties hereinafter provided. 

3. Penalties. Any person, firm or corporation violating the provisions of this Ordinance shall be guilty of an infraction subject to a fine of not more than one hundred dollars ($100). Each and every day during which such violation continues shall be considered as a separate and distinct violation hereof and may be charged and prosecuted as such. The above specified penalties may be imposed for each such violation.  Skees seconded, motion carried.
Skees moved to approve on 2nd reading; BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BURLINGTON that the following be added:

Section 7-401.  Application for and Issuance of Permit:   Any owner or authorized agent who intends to construct, enlarge, alter, repair, move, demolish or change the occupancy of a building or structure, or to erect, install, enlarge, alter, repair, remove, convert or replace any electrical, gas, mechanical or plumbing system, the installation of which is regulated by the State Building Code or to cause any such work to be done, shall first make application to the building official and obtain the required permit.   The application shall be made on forms provided by the building official.  Applicant shall provide all plans and information as required within the application and such other information as may be necessary to act on the application.  Kremer seconded; motion carried.

Kevin Meland’s deadline to have his personal property moved off Lot A, Olt 20 of the SE1/4NW1/4 Section 1-155N-84W, Ward County, North Dakota is June 8, 2019.  Samson reported demo of this property will occur very soon.
Mayor Kabanuk reported two more buildings will be moved to the new Ward County Historical Museum site tomorrow.

Skees discussed starting a Burlington Beautification Project for residents who need assistance with lawn mowing.  Sherry will speak with Mr. Bachmeier at the school about this matter.
