July 1, 2019
The Burlington City Council held their regular meeting July 1, 2019.  Present were:  Jeanine Kabanuk, Rod Kremer, Sherry Skees, Justin Anderson, Jesse Cannon, Diane Fugere, Lynn Brooks, Jayden Casavant, Steve Schwandt, Keith Crabb, Tony Pasterz, Patrick Samson & Brian Boppre.   Absent:  none
Cannon moved to approve the June 2019 minutes, Skees seconded, motion carried.
Kremer moved to approve bills and payroll, Cannon seconded, motion carried.

Des-Lacs Burlington student, Michael Moore, read his Mayor for a Day essay.  He received enthusiastic applause when he finished.
Kelly Brooks again appeared before council regarding a video/recording of his son that was played in the auditor’s office by Officer Tony Pasterz in the presence of Chief Crabb, Auditor Diane Fugere and Deputy Auditor Lynn Brooks.
He read the letter that Lynn was given by Chief Crabb stating no policy or procedure was violated in this matter.  Brooks said what Pasterz did was unethical and he will be attending every meeting until Pasterz issues an apology.  Council member Kremer asked the mayor to make a decision on the matter.   Mayor Kabanuk asked Pasterz if he would meet with her and Lynn, Pasterz stated he had nothing to say on the matter.  Kabanuk asked Kelly if he’d like an apology from the council, to which he stated, “the council did nothing wrong”.  Council Member Kremer asked why a copy of the letter from Chief Crabb was not included in their meeting packets, Attorney Boppre agreed with Kremer that a copy should have been in their packets.  Skees will meet with Lynn and Tony and get back to Kelly on the matter.
Jayden asked about increasing mowing fees from $65/hour to $100/hour.  Anderson moved to approve the increase, Kremer seconded, motion carried. 
Jayden discussed the need for a new service truck as the current truck has 210,000 miles and has multiple issues.  Council reviewed a quote from a Bismarck car dealership.  Jayden was asked to get more options and a special meeting will be scheduled if necessary.

The fire department used 500 gallons of water in June.

ENGINEER’S REPORT:

Building Permits:

Hoff:  Anderson moved to give Hoff a deadline of 120 days using preliminary maps to have the floor raised 1”, Kremer seconded, motion carried.
Dahly:  A variance is needed to allow wet floodproofing.  Patrick will draft the letter to be send to Dahly and get it to Diane to process.

Karhoff:  The state requested an update on the status.

Samson reported he and Jayden have been monitoring the lagoons for a month to verity the rate of loss and determined it is less than expected.  Both cell’s rate of loss is within expected limits of evaporation.  Samson recommended suspending design and continuing to monitor for another month.

Meter Vault: The project will proceed upon receipt of DOT permit.

Flood Control:

Phase BU-1:  notice letter for property acquisition started going out last week for Johnson Addition.  Samson requested permission from the city to connect the Burlington Rec Complex irrigation to the city water supply.  Kremer moved to approve, Cannon seconded, motion carried.

NDDOT Special Road Fund (SRF):  A program to provide funding assistance for local roadway projects servicing recreational and historical areas for the 2020/2021 construction seasons.  Samson requested the city sponsor an application for the extension of Johnson Street from Hwy 2 to the Heights Avenue roundabout.  Anderson moved to approve, Skees seconded, motion carried.

Council discussed Building Inspector, Rod Schwandt’s request for a pay increase.  Kremer moved to increase the base monthly fee by $50 to $150 a month, Skees seconded, motion carried.
Skees was asked for an update on the Burlington Beautification Project for residents who need assistance with lawn mowing.  She indicated that it is too late in the season and would need to be pursued early next year.
The Lab Contract was presented for renewal.  Anderson moved to approve, Kremer seconded, motion carried.
