August 5, 2019
The Burlington City Council held their regular meeting August 5, 2019.  Present were:  Jeanine Kabanuk, Rod Kremer, Sherry Skees, Justin Anderson, Jesse Cannon, Diane Fugere, Lynn Brooks, Jayden Casavant, Steve Schwandt, Keith Crabb, Tony Pasterz & Brian Boppre.   Absent:  none
Cannon moved to approve the July 2019 minutes, Anderson seconded, motion carried.
Kremer moved to approve bills and payroll, Cannon seconded, motion carried.

Kelly Brooks appeared before council for the third time regarding a video/recording of his son that was played in the auditor’s office by Officer Tony Pasterz in the presence of Chief Crabb, Auditor Diane Fugere and Deputy Auditor Lynn Brooks.  He complained that it has now been 90 days since he attended the first meeting on this matter with on resolution.  He asked Mayor Kabanuk to take the lead and stated he now wants an oral and written apology from Tony due to the amount of time that has passed without resolution.  Mayor Kabanuk asked Tony and Lynn to meet with her after the meeting.
Rod Schwandt appeared before council representing the Burlington Senior Center, himself and his neighborhood to ask that council not use tax dollars to fund a third police officer.  He also asked council to reprioritize needs, which resulted in applause from some in attendance.
Steve Larsen appeared before council to speak against hiring a third officer stating he recently moved to Burlington instead of Minot due to lower real estate taxes.

Rod Kremer asked that they keep in mind the patrol units may need to be replaced soon which would result in even more expense to the city.

Rod Hanna appeared before council to discuss the city ordinance allowing fireworks within the city on July 4th.  He related to council the mess that was left on the street; the large size of fireworks being shot off and the possible fire danger.  He would like to see the ordinance changed.  Council will review and consider the ordinance in the future.

Doug Hanna appeared with the following concerns:

1. Railroad Crossing:  CP Rail worked on repairing the crossing but now it is worse than before.  Attorney Boppre stated he has a call in to them and will continue calling until someone is reached.

2. Semis parked on city streets:  After some discussion, Chief Crabb will handle the situation.

3. The slough on Kittelson Drive:  stated the land is eroding and this is the only access he has to his back yard.  Jayden will inspect the matter.

4. Junk Autos:  cited Ordinance 8-401 and 8-402 regarding unlicensed vehicles and nuisances.

5. Weeds and a freezer covered with a tarp in his neighbor’s back yard.  Anderson moved to have a letter sent to both the renter and the owner of his neighbor, Kremer seconded, motion carried.
William Sines appeared to ask about a solution for the South Davis Street and East Third Street intersection where water collects after it rains.  Jayden stated he and Diane looked back in previous minutes.  It was determined in last year’s December minutes that a concrete flume would be installed there.  Engineer Samson will be asked to look at it and determine a solution.

PUBLIC HEARING
Council reviewed a request by Rob M. Fuller for a zoning variance/conditional use permit for Lots 2, 3, 4, 5, Speedway 3rd Addition, Ward County, North Dakota to approve a firing range as an approved use.  The Planning Commission recommended approval.  There was no one in attendance to object to the request.  Anderson moved to approve, Skees seconded, motion carried. 

The fire department used 300 gallons of water in June.

The Engineer’s report was reviewed.
Anderson moved to approve on 1st reading BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BURLINGTON NORTH DAKOTA that:  The following zoning ordinance be amended:  Section 18-1302.  Use Regulations:  A building or premises shall be used only for the following purposes: add (22.) Firing range, Kremer seconded, motion carried.
Council reviewed information on Colton Lee Communities properties in Highlands Ranch 3rd Addition. Gary Gorian is requesting forgiveness of penalties and interest on his 2016 special assessments.  After much discussion Cannon moved to approve a waiver in lieu of full payment of the 2016 special assessments and this is the last year this will be approved, Kremer seconded, motion carried on a roll-call vote:  Kremer – yes; Cannon – yes; Anderson – yes; Skees – no.

Irrigation for Burlington Rec was tabled with the absence of Engineer Samson.

Kremer moved to approve, Anderson seconded, motion carried
Council reviewed a request by Jackie Duke to extend her 2013 building permit application for a shed.  They were able to pour the concrete in 2013, their builder left the area and it was never completed.  Kremer moved to approve, Anderson seconded, motion carried.

The preliminary budget was reviewed.  Engineer Boppre informed council that he would be able to reduce his fee back to $4,000 per month.  Vern Erck, Tim Hoff, Tim Schnaible spoke against budgeting for a third officer.  Much discussion ensued.  Anderson moved to approve the preliminary budget, removing all expenses related to a third officer and adding overtime hours, Kremer seconded, motion carried.

Skees discussed FLSA laws on exempt and non-exempt employees and discussed overtime pay.  Anderson moved to change the policy to allow 480 comp hours to be banked for all employees, Cannon seconded, motion carried.

The public hearing for the final budget review was set for September 9th at 7:00 pm at the city hall.
